An espagnolette keylock o
shootbolts lock into the guide rails and are uguattorporated in the bottom slat. Final adjustraithe
springloading after installation is always required

ELECTRIC - (N.B. minimum shutter width 750mm)

Electric operation is required on larger shutters th weight but is optional on smaller shutters.
OPERATION: By tubular motor inside the axle.

MOTORS: Draw 240 volts and 0.5 - 2.5 amps dependent upsshihtter size.

: Complete with integral limit switches and thermal-out to prevent overheating.

: Complete with 2 metres of cable for connection.

CONTROL : By momentary switch which must be held until thattdr reaches the desired position.
